Directions to The Red Barn Event Centre: 
 
From the 400: Take the Essa Road exit. Turn west on Essa (sign says Essa Road 
South). Turn right at Ardagh Road. Follow Ardagh to County Road 27. Go South on 
County Road 27.(aka Town Line Road) Property is on the west side of the road down a 
long driveway. There is a private residence at the front of the property. 
 
From Hwy 27: When traveling North on CR 27 you must turn left shortly after passing 
through the town of Thornton. Look for the 20th Sideroad on your left and then the 10th 

Line on your right, that’s your cue to slow down. Then you will see a small sign on your 
right that shows you must turn left to stay on CR 27. Turn left on CR 27 and continue 
north. After passing Mapleview Dr. W. you will go down a big hill, the Red Barn flags are 
on your left at the bottom of that. 
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Please read the following Red Barn Event Centre Rules: 
In order to make everyone’s visit a safe and enjoyable one, we have just a few 
rules: 

1) No outdoor shows are allowed on the rubber floor in the Red Barn. Please bring 
a clean, dry pair of shows to work in while you are in the Barn. Sorry no 
exceptions. 

2)  Dogs must be on leash at all times except when competing in the ring. No 
exceptions. 

3) Not all dogs love other dogs. Please keep your dog under control and out of 
other dogs’ faces, even if your dog is not dog aggressive. 

4) Please pick up your dog’s waste. 
5) Please clean up after yourself. There are waste containers for your trash. 
6) No smoking on the trial site. 
7) Please do your best to keep barking to a minimum. Please do not park in the 

laneway spots under the trees and crate in your van if your dogs are going to 
bark, our neighbours do not appreciate that. Please park at the back, by the Red 
Barn if you dogs are barkers. 

8) Know when you’re scheduled to run, check in with the gate steward, and be 
ready to go when the dog ahead of you is in the ring. Be ready to run your dog 
with leash off at the point on the course that the judge requests. This is when the 
dog ahead of you is running! 
If everyone is 1 minute late in running their dog, that adds almost 2 hours to the 
trials!  Three dogs should be ready to run at all times. 

9) Be nice to our judges and ring crew. Remember if you want to be treated with 
respect, give others the same respect. 

10) If there is anything we can do to make your trial experience better, please let us 
know. 

11) Last but not least, have fun! Agility is a team sport. So please leave prong collars 
and other correction gear at home.
